
The Breakfast Walk 20�³ 30 minutes 

Leave the car park going right. 300 yards brings you to the Grantham to Nottingham canal at 
Stenwith bridge. If  you do not wish to clamber down the  slope to the tow-path carry on for 
100 yds and go over the stile on your right and loop around the footpaths.  

Built in the 1790s, the 
bridge is maturing well. The 
grooves in the photo on the 
right were made by the rope 
that the horse pulled on to 

move the barge. 

Go under the bridge. The bricks that form the arch are held together with lime mortar.  Limestone dust 
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These guys relied on skill! 
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yourself. The swans will hiss at 

you but they do not attack! 

Leave the canal at the next 
bridge and follow the road 
back. 

Cross the not so 
mighty river Devon 
and you are nearly 
home 

Entirely man made & every foot dug out with pick and 
shovel, it took about 3 years to plan and complete. This 
compares very well with modern 
road building
